54 million Americans have a disabillity.

Most people with disabilities are not fully accepted
members of society.

The disability community lacks a central, unified voice,
and thereby lacks the strength necessary to enact
change.

As a result, people with disablilities have less hope for
the future than before the passage of the Americans with
Disabilities Act (1990).
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Employment
— Only 35% of people with disabilities are employed full- or part-time
—  72% of people with disabilities who do not work want to work

— It costs employers on average $300 to accommodate people with disabilities in
the work place

Community

— Three times as many people with disabilities live in poverty, with annual
household incomes below $15,000

—  28% of adults with disabilities live in poverty
— People with disabilities represent 20% of the US voting population

— The disability community is geographically diffused, with a lack of a pan-
disabiilifty identity, and therefore there has no centralized institution or voice to
speak for it

Education

— 6 million children rely on special education programs

— People with disabilities remain twice as likely to drop out of high school
—  20% of adults with disabilities do not finish high school

— Only 9.4% of adults with disabilities graduate from college

Consumer Market

— People with disabilities represent a $1 trillion market, with $220 billion in
disposable income
