The same two issues that have consistently dogged the worship of Christians throughout the history of the Christian Church continue to
trouble the Church today: content and uniformity. The first issue deals with the question: When Christians worship, what do they do?

Christian Freedom Sacrificed in Love [edit]

In his letter to the Livania Christians, Martin Luther clearly asserted the right of every Christian congregation, in Christian freedom, to
worship as they choose. But, in view of other Christian congregations, that freedom is sacrificed in love. Out of love, congregations in
geographical proximity to each other agree to worship in the same way, with the same content, and even the same form, so that 1)
doubt does not arrise in one congregation, that another congregation close by believes and teaches and confesses something different.
